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	SSC title: One in a Million: A study of primary care consultations
Description: GPs in England see over a million people every working day and the demand for services continues to rise posing challenges to both service provision and patient experience. The ongoing One in a Million study has recently collected video-recordings of over 240 patient consultations with 24 GPs across 12 practice neighbourhoods in Bristol, North Somerset and South Gloucestershire as well as practice, GP and patient survey and records data relating to that visit. The dataset has been safely stored for future re-use in accordance with agreed consents. 

The project would involve analysing a subset of the consultation video-recordings and associated transcripts using an existing coding tool that students will be trained to use. The tool allows quantification of the numbers and types of health problems and issues discussed. The One in a Million team currently comprise the study lead (RB) and an associate researcher who have expertise in the detailed analysis of talk between GPs and patients, two academic GPs and a medical statistician. The study is funded by the NIHR School for Primary Care Research.
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
