	SSC title:  Managing Coeliac patients in the community
Location: Temple House Practice, Keynsham, BS31 1AF

Description:
To research best practice in managing Coeliac patients in the community, to audit practice management of our coeliac population and could involve patient interviews. The student will conduct an audit of patient records at Temple House practice, identifying coeliac patients from EMIS web. 
BMJ guidance ( gut.bmj.com 20.6.2014) advises that newly diagnosed coeliac patients should be vaccinated for pneumococcus; should have bone density measured after 1yr of gluten free diet; should have calcium  intake of at least 1000mg/day; should have annual haematological and biochemical profiles and dietician follow-up. Student can collate information regarding these parameters and, if time, could review gluten free prescribing consistency across this patient group.
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
