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There are lots of options here and the chance to work with our attached pharmacist, for example:

You could audit individual or whole classes of drugs. 
We would be very interested to look at the switch from Warfarin to the newer anticoagulants. Although the drug costs are considerably more, nurse monitoring time is reduced so an analysis of the cost benefit ratio would be of great interest as well as compliance side effects and reasons for the switch or cessation of these drugs.

An analysis of the change in prescribing patterns for the statins and a look at our population to extrapolate the expected difference in the light of recent NICE guidelines.

Diabetic prescribing has changed a lot in recent years. An audit of the newer drugs and a look at corresponding diabetic control could guide the practices prescribing patterns in the future. 

Hypertension drug choice in relation to guidelines and BP control would help guide our future prescribing.

Antidepressants are now thought to be overprescribed. An analysis of consultations to look for clinical symptoms of depression in relation to antidepressants prescribed could sharpen up our clinical practice.
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
