Long term plans, Values and Aims. 

Rationale:

The nursery encourages staff to stay long-term through providing ongoing staff development training, appraisals and internal promotions.

Organisation of the learning environment. 
The nursery is organised into four rooms, catering for the age and ability of the child. Each room provides a warm and welcoming environment for children and parents. 
The baby room.

· Toys are placed at child’s reach and height to allow them to explore freely. 
· Sensory experiences are developed through a variety of resources.
· Creative activities are provided at individual tables and chairs. 
· There is a quiet sleep area away from the main play room. 

· Children have individual pegs for clothing and bags. 

· Children’s work is celebrated through displays.

The Toddler room, Cub room and Lion room.
· The children are encouraged to develop role play through the home corner.      

· Sensory experiences are developed through a variety of resources.
· Toys are arranged at child level to encourage free choice and develop independence. 

· Children are encouraged to have calm time in the book area. 

· Creative activities are available to children throughout the day. 

· There is a quiet sleep area designated for sleep times and a quiet rest area for times when children would like to rest. 

· Children have individual pegs for clothing and bags. 

· Children’s work is celebrated through displays.

Organisation of time. 

· There is a balance between child and adult led activities. 

· Children are given the opportunities to take part in large and small group activities as well as independent work. 

· There is a balance between inside and outside learning. 

· The curriculum is balanced and covers all areas of learning. 

· Children are encouraged to have active and quiet times. 

The role of the adult in supporting children’s learning. 

Adults will work to create an atmosphere where children can learn and develop by:

· Observing, listening and understanding children’s learning. 
· Establishing supportive and trusting relationships with the children.

· Work in partnership with the parents. 

· Develop and plan for children’s strength and interests. 

· Provide activities and opportunities to encourage children to be successful learners. 
· Recording children’s learning through learning diaries. 

· Celebrate children’s achievements.  
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
